ISAAC - "LAUGHTER"
Isaac means laughter Abraham and Sarah named their son so for

he was born to them at a very good old age, thinking that all will
laugh at this news for they themselves had laughed when God
announced the birth of their son.

Birth of Isaac was the long awaited fulfilment of God’s promise
to Abraham. Although the human nature of Abraham and Sarah was
involved in fulfilling this promise,(Hagar and Ishmael), God did not
forget His promise and gave new life to them. Lord did for Sarah
what he had promised.(Gen21:1). Abraham was hundred years old
when Isaac was born. Through Abraham’s faith God miraculously
created life in Sarah’s body which was old and worn. The birth of
Isaac is a clear illustration of the rebirth of sinner who is dead in sin.
Repentance, confession and faith in God creates a new life in the
sinner and he is said to have been born again. (James 1:18, Gal
4:23,28,31)

True faith and repentance creates new life!

Isaac the miracle child and the promised seed was vehicle God
used to test Abraham’s faith and love for him. We always commend
Abraham for his faith and trust on God’s promises. Little do we think
of Isaac’s part in this greatest test on faith of all times? Now, when
God told Abraham to offer Isaac as a sacrifice, he was not an infant
who cannot understand of things and events happening around him
.He was a lad who could resist refuse and rebel , in short he could
understand and analyse. They took a journey of three days in this
journey the only conversation recorded between them is Isaac asking
for the sacrificial lamb and Abraham telling him God will provide.
Isaac entrusted himself completely to God’s love and wisdom. Isaac
was not a victim. Though Abraham bound his son, and placed him
on the altar, Isaac also offered himself to God as a burnt sacrifice.
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How many times have children heeded to their parents, how many
times they have shown resentment over the gifts you have given,
dresses you have bought, or the food made at home?

Isaac’s sacrifice is perhaps the most beautiful picture Christ in all
of the Old Testament. When God provided the ram he as a sacrifice
he experienced, God’s love and mercy and power of God to resurrect
the dead. Isaac experienced the foretaste of Christ’s promise of rest,
to all who come to him and take his yoke.(Mat 11:28-30)

“To fight God’s will is a heavy burden it will leave you weary”.

Jesus promises rest to all who are weary this does not mean the
problem is gone, but because God is with the weary!

Isaac’s marriage reveals his submission to God’s will. He waited
Instead of marrying any Canaanite women. Abraham’s most trusted
servant Elieazer was sent by Abraham to get a bride for his son Isaac
from his brother Nahor’s family. They did have the basic knowledge
of the living god, since they had moved out of Ur the land of
Chaldeans with Abraham and wished to settle in Haran. When
Elieazer returned with the bride Isaac was meditating (gen24:62,63)
possibly he was asking God to help him Establish family that
honoured and followed God. He filled his mind with the thoughts of
God’s greatness.

Prayer for guidance thru the circumstances of life must be for
the will of God.

In Rebecca the Lord gave Isaac the desire of his heart. She left
her house to and joyfully joined Isaac to live and to be identified
with the people of God.

“It’s not important how we die but it is important how we live”

For twenty years Rebecca was infertile ,unlike Abraham and Sarah
they did not try to help God by acting according to their institutions
and instinct ,instead they patiently waited for God’s time and Isaac
in faith prayed for Rebecca, God opened her womb and honoured
Isaac’s faith by giving them twins (25:21-23)
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God can do anything God is not hindered by physical limits. God
is beyond time. He transcends all things and that is why he
dogmatically said I will return at the due season and Sarah will surely
have a son. Sarah laughed but her laugh turned into amazement when
a son was born to her. Abraham was hundred years when Isaac his
son from Sarah was born.

What is impossible with man is possible with God.

Sarah's laugh was her disbelief in her inability to bear child for
she was past the age of childbearing. She doubted herself. She knew
God.s promises are true and will be fulfilled but the means is not her
that.s why she took the matters in her hand and took the side track of
offering Hagar. We all believe in God.s word we trust in his power
and we claim we our faith in God is strong. But in practice when the
circumstances seem to be overwhelming we lose focus on God and
His promises and we help God to fulfill His promises. Is that your
case? Where is God asking you to stay focused on Him and His
promises and not look at you? It could be an answered prayer for a
long time? Could be an long suffering ailment , your carrier , your
studies a delayed marriage an unfulfilled desire .Have faith in God
His power and His power.

He makes everything beautiful in His time.

It’s all about God He is the author of the story of our life. We
are not our own we are His. He has paid a huge price to make
His own. The price was His only begotten son Lord Jesus. Christ
Surrender every area of your life to Him wait patiently and
expectantly on Him. Trust He will write a beautiful story of your
life.

Natural calamities like famine were common those days. When
famine struck Like Abraham, Isaac too decided to move to Egypt but
God commanded Isaac to stay at Gerar itself. Isaac needed to learn
its Canaan not Egypt is the Promised Land. Isaac obeyed and planted
crops during famine and received returns in hundred fold.

Its not enough to share the experience of a wonderful father and
grow up in Christian environment, all people need to meet the Lord
personally!

After God blessed Isaac abundantly in the famine he tested Isaac,
the Philistines kept opposing on every well his men dug, but without
losing heart he let the philistines keep the well and went forward
reopening other wells, trusting God to make room for him in the
land.(gen 26:22),finally Isaac found the well for which the philistines
didn’t claim ownership. This is true of believers, today Christ
promises blessings spiritually with living water to those who trust
,which no one can stop.(john7:38-39).

 Isaac’s miraculous birth is the true picture of the re birth of
the sinful man.

 His sacrificial obedience to offer himself as a living sacrifice is
foreshadow of Christ’s submissive obedience to father’s will.
